Among those seated with the abbot at that meal at Fontenelle Abbey was Dom Raphael Walzer, the former 

superior of the Abbey of Beuron in southern Germany. Before the Second World War he had opposed the Nazi regime 

and as a consequence had been expelled from Germany. Finding refuge within the community of Fontenelle, he 

served as a chaplain in the American army during the war and later opened a seminary for former prisoners of war. 

Through all of this he remained a Benedictine monk, and when the war was over he returned to Fontenelle Abbey. 

It was a real sense of the overwhelming love of Christ that gave Dom Raphael Walzer strength to stand up for his 

faith and to serve others, even though it meant being uprooted from all that was dear to him. He saw the presence of

AUGUST 29, 2010 

     Students from St. Ann School embarked on an exciting 

journey in May.  Branchburg Township opened a 

Community Garden and the children jumped into action.  

They cleared and tilled a 10õ x 10õ plot and planted a variety 

of crops from both seed and seedlings.  They built a 

cucumber trellis and mulched the surrounding area to help 

keep the weeds down and the water in!  The children 

planted lettuce, carrots, cucumbers, two varieties of peppers, 

butternut squash, cauliflower and, of course, two varieties of 

the òinfamous Jersey tomatoó.  Throughout the summer, 

teams of students and their families have been visiting their 

plot to water and harvest.  And what a bounty theyõve picked!  

To date, the children have harvested a dozen head of lettuce, 

8 butternut squash, over a dozen peppers, more than 50 

pounds of cucumbers and a half dozen tomatoes.  All of the 

veggies have been donated to local families in need and 

SHIP, a local soup kitchen.   One recipient shared how 

excited they were to enjoy the fresh produce, òespecially 

given the love and effort that the children have used to 

nourish their plants. ò 

     The students had a great all-around experience!  The 

lessons were as abundant as their harvest!  They learned 

about different varieties of plants and their needs and how to 

establish and care for a garden.  They witnessed the progress 

of their labors and also experienced the growth in the 

gardens around them.  The 10õ sunflowers in an adjacent 

garden are more than impressive and the pumpkins next 

door are a favorite, too!   Often, the students were heard 

comparing the different plots and wondering what caused the 

differences in how quickly the plants matured.  They worked 

together as a team to accomplish their goal.  Families 

enjoyed engaging with their children in a project that 

reinforced their values while working and playing together.  

Students experienced first-hand perhaps the most important 

lesson ð that we are all part of a larger community, and that 

we all have a shared responsibility to care for the earth and 

others! 

     A fall planting is underway as well as discussions on how 

to bring even more of their òsummer experienceó into the 

classroom to continue the learning and expand the project 

next year. 

     When reflecting on the Garden of Learning, Sister Gloria 

commented, òOur schoolõs mission, simply stated is ôEnter 

and Learn, Leave and Serve.õ  Our faculty and parents work 

hard to expose our children to unique learning opportunities 

that aid their academic, spiritual and character development.
