We live in a skeptical society. In our modern scientific age, people want concrete proof before they will believe ig, angthin
so the claims of faith are often disputed and denied. How can you believe without seeing or touching the evidenceftiSsichiske
not, in fact, new. More than a century ago it was challenged by the Catholic poet Francis Thompson, who wrote:

O world invisible, we view thee,

O world intangible, we touch thee,

O world unknowable, we know thee,

Inapprehensible, we clutch thee!

When we believe, we become convinced of a divine reality, a reality that we may not be able to prove in this world, sut which
greater and deeper than anything in creation. Attimes, we all experience fears, doubts and hesitations. But, thesbldldinmup
human trust. Risk is a crucial element in learning to grow. If you want to be able to swim then you have to takef jluenpakgointo
the pool.

The three Scripture Lessons today focus on three different people who come to believe. However, before they conmeyo faith, t
all respond with fear, with hesitation, or with a deep sense of their own unworthiness. Yet they become convinceditof ti¢hesa

In our Old Testament Lesson, Isaiah encountered the holiness of God in the liturgy. He was given a vision of God enthroned
