THE CATHOLIC CHURCH OF ST. ANN, RARITAN  

Dear Sisters and Brothers, 

Recently I read a story about a young man named Mike from Canada, who was sixteen years old and had landed-

up in an institution for young offenders. He blamed his troubles on ñmixing with the wrong crowdò. Today heôs twenty

-four, finishing his degree and heading for medical school. Itôs a monumental turnaround. But how did it come about? 

He was lucky enough to be offered a scholarship that provides finance for young offenders and those at high risk 

of offending. Those behind the foundation ï judges, lawyers, police officers, government officials and concerned 

citizens ï believe any young person can become an educated, responsible and contributing member of society if they 

are given financial and other support. Thereôs an interview process and the young offenders must have support from 

probation and parole officers. 

The foundation has also established library programs in four youth detention centers, and steel-band programs 

aimed at confidence building; and detainees are taught to repair and maintain bicycles, and sharpen and care for skates. 

Those items are then distributed to low-income children, providing the young people behind bars with a chance to give 

something back to the community, and instilling in them a sense of pride ï something most of them are sadly lacking. 

A judge who is a patron of the foundation says, ñIôve always believed in giving young people a second chance and the 

results pay dividends, not just to the kids, but to society.ò Mike himself is grateful for his second chance. ñThey 

supported me,ò he says. ñI was given hope when there wasnôt hope.ò  

Todayôs Gospel Parable has been called the parable of the second chance because it teaches that God offers 

people a second chance, as the apostles Saint Peter and Saint Paul could testify.  The gardener tells the owner of the 

vineyard that it is necessary to give the fig tree another chance to produce fruit.  With nourishment and care, something 

may come from the life of the tree.  

This parable follows two stories highlighting the need for repentance and starting lives anew in order to move 

forward with God.  Jesus is told of two terrible recent tragedies: some Galileans have been murdered in the Temple in 

Jerusalem, while at Siloam a tower had collapsed, killing eighteen people.  People are saying that there is a connection 

between these tragic events and the moral disease in their midst.  Jesus calls for repentance and assures his listeners that 

it is never too late to turn around their lives to bear fruit in Godôs eyes.  

When Jesus asks people to repent, he is not simply asking them to do something religious; rather, he is asking 

them to dare to see differently, to look at God, the world and themselves through a different lens.  The time to repent is 

the time to let go of one way of seeing and thinking in order to embrace the risk of seeing and thinking differently and, 

therefore, living differently. 

It seems to me that we tend to think of the word ñrepentò as a bit old-fashioned, perhaps as meaning that we 

should be walking around beating ourselves in public.  But in the New Testament the word translated as ñrepentanceò 

is the Greek word metanoia.  This word means ña change of mind accompanied by regret and change of conductò.  

Lent is an opportunity for new beginnings for ourselves, and perhaps we should take the opportunity to give one 

another a second chance.  

Consider someone whom we really donôt like, perhaps someone who has wronged us or someone who is socially 

unacceptable.  What can we do to give them a second chance?  Do we know of any young offenders or young people 

who are unemployed and harbouring a grudge that society has let them down?  What measures can we take to help give 

them a second chance?  Some Christian projects work with young offenders trying to reintegrate into society, or help 

unemployed youth to gain work skills.  We could find out about such initiatives and support them. 

What about ourselves? The death and resurrection of Christ assures us that God never gives up on us, even if we 

give up on ourselves.  Perhaps we need to give ourselves a second chance and allow those around us, particularly those 

who love us, to help us start anew.  All kinds of assistance can be given, but it is up to us to be responsive to the care 

that is given.  We can think of the little fig tree, and find those things that nourish us and urge us to grow stronger and 

more faithful as we strive to turn our lives around. 

   In your charity, please pray for the sick and the lonely--visit them if you can.  Please remember to pray for all 

who have wandered from the Faith and all who have died, especially for the souls of all the faithful departed of our 

Parish Family.
