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Dear Brothers and Sisters:  
 
Dear brothers and sisters: In our catechesis on the       
Eucharist, we now turn to the culmination of the Liturgy 
of the Word in the Gospel and in the homily.  The Gospel 
sheds the light of the mystery of Christ on the scriptural 
readings that precede it.  By our acclamations and the 
rites that accompany its proclamation, we venerate the 
Gospel as the living and saving word of God, who speaks 
to us in the midst of the liturgical assembly and awaits 
our response.  This dialogue between the Lord and his 
people continues in the homily, which seeks to make 
God’s word incarnate in our hearts and in our lives.  The 
homily draws us more deeply into the mystery of the 
communion in Christ that we celebrate in the                
Eucharist.  The homily makes demands on both the 
homilist and the congregation; both must be disposed to 
consider how the word of God applies to the here and 
now of our lives, even when its summons to conversion 
proves challenging or painful.  Familiarity with the    
Gospel through private reading and reflection can       
enable us appreciate ever more fully the beauty and 
richness of the readings of each Sunday’s Mass.  

 
 

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

On February 14, we enter the holy season of Lent while 
we also celebrate Valentine’s Day throughout our country. I 
remember as a child exchanging Valentine Day cards with all 
the girls in our class, while we boys received them from all the 
girls. Later, of course, it was an important day to have a date to 
go to the movies, dinner, roller skating or such.                         
Today, husbands and wives and those in love still exchange 
cards or gifts, particularly flowers and chocolates, and often 
dinner out. 

 

Ash Wednesday is not a time for happy                         
celebrations. Chocolates and flowers do not fit in well with the 
somber mood of the day. So how are we to celebrate Ash 
Wednesday and Valentine’s Day this year on the same day? It 
would be good to postpone dinner and save those chocolates 
for another day or give them on Mardi Gras the day before. But, 
we should all keep in mind that both days give us an               
opportunity to express our love. Valentine’s Day is always    
associated with love. Ash Wednesday and Lent are a time that 
calls us to love of God and others, as we turn to the Lord anew 
with all our hearts, minds and strength.   

 

At the St. John Neumann Pastoral Center, I am so 
pleased that we will begin a new adventure in love February 
14. On that day, we will begin offering daily Eucharistic          
Adoration in our chapel. Last year, we began daily Mass, and 
now we will extend the blessings the Lord offers us in the     
Eucharist through Adoration. The work of the pastoral center is 
to promote evangelization, which has to be rooted in prayer!  

 

At each Mass, we climb Calvary anew to enter into the 
Lord’s sacrifice for us. It was His greatest moment of love, a 
love that lasts until our day, and will endure forever. It is a 
great mystery for us to enter in to, and it is the love which feeds 
and sustains us in the other loves of our lives, even those of 
Valentine’s Day.

Lighting a Fire in the Heart of Our World 
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February 10, 2018 
 
Dear Family of St. Ann, 
 
In 2009, our now Pope Emeritus Benedict talked about leprosy and St. Damien of Molokai, who spent 
himself in his missionary work to lepers, even eventually becoming one of them:  
 
It is charity which makes unity, brings it forth and makes it desirable. Following in St Paul's footsteps, 
St Damien prompts us to choose the good warfare (cf. 1 Tim 1: 18), not the kind that brings division 
but the kind that gathers people together. He invites us to open our eyes to the forms of leprosy that 
disfigure the humanity of our brethren and still today call for the charity of our presence as servants, 
beyond that of our generosity.  
 
It’s important to remember the witness of St. Damien and the even more familiar St. Teresa of          
Calcutta, who touched the lives of outcasts, as we read and reflect on Jesus among the outcasts. Pope 
Benedict also said that when St. Damien reached the outcasts, he felt like he was home – there, among 
those who were otherwise abandoned. He had no fear. This is what he was made for. Likewise,     
Mother Teresa was not afraid to touch the face of Jesus in the poorest of the poor.  
 
It’s important for us to similarly let go of fear. And it’s important for us, as we begin to approach Lent, 
to see ourselves as lepers. It is important to reflect on how we treat lepers in our midst – the dying, 
the homeless. Do we discard and dismiss, look away and even look down upon or do we love? Do we 
see Jesus? And do we approach Jesus – in the poor, and in the Eucharist and Sacrament of                 
Reconciliation? Jesus desires to heal us – and draw us out of our sometimes-distorted focus. He wants 
us home with Him. 
 
When Jesus healed the leper, this was seen as dangerous and forbidding. Consider that in whatever 
you are most afraid of. Do you feel like if people really knew you they would be disappointed? This is 
a fear that isolates us from God and from one another. Lepers were seen as having been punished by 
God. Don’t live in that sadness and even despair. Go to Him for mercy and healing instead. 
 
We get busy and overwhelmed. We often go astray because our focus becomes distorted because of 
our sins. St. Paul was living this but then he encountered Jesus who healed him and all he wanted to 
do was give God glory with his life. As Baptized Christians, do we want that focus? The challenge this 
Lent is to reflect each day: What did I do today to bring glory to God? What did I do today to bring   
others to Jesus? What did I do today to help others be healed by Jesus?  
 
The Good News helps us put everyday into focus. Our lives are not ours, but His. For this focus on the 
mission of our lives, we must be healed from our distorted focus.
