Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Continuing the explanation of the Decalogue, today we
come to the Seventh Word: “You shall not steal” .

In hearing this commandment we think of the theme of
theft and of respect for other people’s property. There is
no culture in which theft and the abuse of property are
legal; human sensibility, in fact, is very sensitive in
regard to the defense of property.

But it is worth opening ourselves up to a broader
interpretation of this Word, focusing on the theme of the
ownership of goods in the light of Christian wisdom.

The Social Doctrine of the Church speaks of the universal
destination of goods. What does it mean? Let us listen to
what the Catechism says: “In the beginning God
entrusted the earth and its resources to the common
stewardship of mankind to take care of them, master
them by labor, and enjoy their fruits. The goods of
creation are destined for the whole human race” (n.
2402). Moreover: “The universal destination of goods
remains primordial, even if the promotion of the
common good requires respect for the right to private
property and its exercise” (n. 2403).[1]

Providence, however, did not create a world ‘of series’
there are differences, different conditions, different
cultures, so one can live by providing for one another.
The world is rich in resources to ensure the basic
necessities for everyone. Yet many live in scandalous
indigence and resources, used indiscriminately, are
dwindling. But there is only one world! There is only one
humanity![2] Today the world’s wealth is in the hands of
the minority, of the few, and poverty, or rather misery
and suffering, is in those of the many, of the majority.

The Four Pillars of the Oratory: Joy

Having looked in turn at PRAYER, CHARITY, and
HUMILITY, we come this week to the last of the four
pillars of Oratorian life - the crowning pillar which is
JOY.

Many people are surprised to learn that there is a
Patron Saint of Joy, and his name is Philip Neri! Above
all, this is what St. Philip was known for. His
temperament was naturally cheerful; even in his youth
he was known as “Pippo Buono” or “good little Phil.” His
sense of humor was legendary, but he was not silly.
St. Philip’s joy surpassed that of someone who simply
possesses a genial character, because his joy was
entirely grounded in reality.

The reality on which St. Philip’s joy was based is the
profound experience of the loving presence of God. Joy
is truly a fruit of the Holy Spirit, and it was the working
of the Spirit in St. Philip’s life which allowed him to live
his vocation with confidence and peace, enjoying his life
of service to the Lord and drawing others to experience
that same joy. The love of God sets us free and brings us
a joy that transcends earthly happiness because it is a
foretaste of heaven. This is what made St. Philip so
attractive and such a successful evangelist to his
contemporaries.

For Oratorians, the fruit of joy is experienced in the
family life of the community, sharing together the daily
experience of God’s steadfast love through the ups and
downs of life and ministry. In our apostolic work, the
joy of following Christ helps us to attract others to Him
and to His Church.

As St. Philip himself said:

“Find delight in communal life and avoid all singularity,
attend to purity of heart, because the Holy Spirit dwells
in innocent and simple minds, and He is the teacher of
prayer, putting us in a state of continuous peace and joy,
which is the foretaste of heaven.”

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The Burning Truth About Purgatory

“Purgatory” comes from the Latin word purgatorium. In Scripture, we find references to an afterlife that is neither the
hell of the damned nor heaven. In the Old Testament, the Hebrew word sheol is used to describe this condition; in the
New Testament, the Greek term is hades. I had always thought that hades was hell, but Scripture teaches very clearly
that hades is not hell; it is distinct from gehenna, or the lake of fire which is the hell of the damned. In fact, the Book of
Revelation describes how, at the end of time, death and hades are thrown into hell (gehenna). This is the second
death, the lake of fire. Scripture teaches that at the end of time, there is no more death; once the purification of all
souls has taken place, there is no more need for hades. These two realities, death and hades, are destroyed in hell,
while the damned will remain there forever (Rev 20:14-15). This same concept of sheol (in Hebrew), hades (in
Greek), and purgatorium (in Latin) is purgatory as we have come to know it today (Catechism1 0 3302 ) .

The hidden mystery behind the teaching of purgatory is our calling to live in God for all eternity, which requires us to
give perfectly of ourselves (Matt 5:48). Even with deep faith, the Christian life is difficult. We are called to manifest
heroic generosity, and yet generosity hurts in this life. No matter what we’re asked to give, we seem to run out—of
time, of energy, of money. God calls us to acknowledge this weakness, this poverty, and to turn to Him and cry out for
help that He might fill us with His grace.

In heaven, generosity will not hurt; the lack of generosity will hurt. That is because in heaven God will give Himself to
us fully and completely, holding nothing back. Our ability to receive from Him will be completely contingent upon our
ability, in turn, to immediately give back. Otherwise, the gift of God would destroy us. Like strapping a water balloon
onto a fire hydrant nozzle, we would explode! It is only when we learn the habit of complete and total self-giving that
we will be able to experience the joy of heaven.

This is the vocation of the Christian faithful: to accept the finished work of Jesus Christ, and to allow that work to be
applied to our lives by the work of the Holy Spirit, so that those who are justified will be sanctified. For us it is
impossible. But with God, all things are possible.
