Dear Brothers and Sisters,

Today’s catechesis is dedicated to the Fifth Word: You
shall not kill. The fifth Commandment: you shall not kill.
We are already in the second part of the Decalogue, the
part which deals with relationships with our neighbour.
And, with its concise and categorical formulation, this
commandment rises up like a wall to defend the basic
values of human relationships. And what is the basic
value in human relationships?: the value of life. [1]
Thus, you shall not kill.

One could say that all the evil carried out in the world
can be summed up in this: contempt for life. Life is
assailed by war, by organizations that exploit people —
we read in newspapers or see in newscasts many facts
— by speculations on creation and by the throw away
culture and by every system that subjugates human
existence to calculated opportunities, while a scandalous
number of people live in a state unworthy of mankind.
This is having contempt for life, that is, in some way,
killing.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

To continue...In order that our entire diocese may enter an
intense period of spiritual renewal, I am directing that this
upcoming year, beginning on December 12, 2018 and
concluding on December 12, 2019 will be a time of
preparation for a consecration to Jesus, through the powerful
intercession of Our Lady of Guadalupe. I will consecrate our
diocese on December 12, 2019 to Our Lady of Guadalupe with
a particular expectation; namely, that after having been
renewed and awakened in faith, that each and every heart in
our parishes would be on fire for her Son, Jesus Christ. And, in
doing so, that a new great wave of evangelization would
spring from our parishes and institutions. I am personally
inviting each person in our diocese to set out with a new
sense of hope and expectation. God wants to do great things
with us and through us. As I wrote in my pastoral letter
Lighting a Fire in the Heart of our world, “I want us to become
kindling so that we might be set on fire by the Holy Spirit.”

I am deeply convinced that without reliance on the super-
natural power of God’s grace, the way that Our Lady shows
and embodies, we will not be able to meet the challenges of
our times. However, with the power of God’s grace and with
open hearts, our lives, our families, our churches, our diocese
will indeed become a beacon of hope: We will be salt and
light, the city set on a hill.

As we prepare for this time of intense preparation for a
personal and communal consecration, you will have many
opportunities to learn and discover more. Each parish will
have a dedicated “ambassador” to assist your pastor in
bringing to life the message and opportunities that will assist
you in the spiritual process. There will also be regional and
diocesan events to take part in that will urge us on to give
ourselves more wholeheartedly to Jesus through Mary. It is
my hope that our preparation will be marked by an increase
in prayer, personal and communal, along with times of
Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, preaching, teaching and
more frequent opportunity for the sacrament of
Reconciliation.

I urge you to stay alert in the coming weeks as our diocese
prepares to launch this year of renewed graces beginning this
December 12. I invite you to join me in the Cathedral of St.
Francis of Assisi, Metuchen as we set out together on a
journey of faith. I commend to your prayers this entire
spiritual project; that every heart and soul of our diocese be
deeply touched anew by the tender love of God, through the
love of a Mother, who does not rest until everyone is home.

Please keep me in your continual prayers. [ carry you always
in my heart and feel so blessed that we are on this journey
together. Know of my love for you and my prayers!

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‘What Is the Oratory?

While St. Philip Neri is well-known in many parts of the world, and his feast day is included on the universal calendar,
the community he founded is not known so well. Since there are so few of us (about 545 men in 86 communities world-
wide), most Catholics have never heard of the Oratory, and some may find the terminology confusing. When we use the
term “Oratory,” we can be referring to three distinct, yet related, aspects of our life. Exploring these further can be a
helpful way to better understand what the Oratory is about.

“Oratory” can refer to the time of common prayer for which the members of the Congregation gather each weekday.
The Oratory originated in the daily assemblies where St. Philip gathered people together to pray, so daily communal
prayer is essential to our life. Our Congregation gathers for Oratory each morning at 6:00. This time of prayer includes
hymns, a litany, a reading, silent meditation, and Morning Prayer from the Liturgy of the Hours. We also gather each
afternoon at 5:00 for Evening Prayer before having dinner together.

“The Oratory” also refers to our residence - the house where the community lives and prays together. From the time of
St. Philip, Oratorians have had an attachment to their home and a fondness for their city. Our current home is the recto-
ry at St. Ann’s Church, Raritan, where we have lived since July 2018.

And, finally, “The Oratory” is the name of our community. In 1575, when Pope Gregory XIII gave St. Philip’s community
its official status in the Church, he called it the “Congregation of the Oratory” referring to the place where they gathered
for prayer. For this reason, members of the community are referred to as “Oratorians.”

So, the three uses of the term “Oratory’ really are connected: Oratorians are to be men of prayer, whose house is a place
of prayer, and for whom it is appropriate that prayer is the identifying characteristic of our name.
